The Queensland Association for Healthy Communities (QAHC) have launched
phase two of The Drama Downunder campaign. The campaign targets sexually
active HIV positive and HIV negative gay men and other men who have sex
with men.

The campaign has been designed to address rising rates of sexually
transmitted infections among Queensland gay men. There is particular concern
that rising STI rates are partly driving new HIV diagnoses: having an STI can
dramatically increase the potential for HIV to be transmitted during sex as
sores and other irritations caused by STIs provide an effective gateway for the
virus to pass from one body to the next.

One of the great features of the Drama Downunder campaign is the website,
www.thedramadownunder.info. The site provides comprehensive information

on STIs, sexual health and HIV. Novel parts of the site include a partner
notification feature and check up reminder feature. Men can anonymously
notify sexual partners by SMS or email that they may have been exposed to an
STI and should seek a check up. Men can also register for a periodic reminder
to get a sexual health check up via SMS or email on the site.
